ENTRY DATE: March 29th, 2009. 11 am — 2 pm

ELIGIBILITY: Open to all artists 16 years or older. Membership in Lompoc Valley Art Association
(LVAA) is not required to enter. A resale number issued by The California State Board of
Equalization is required at ingathering if the entry is to be offered for sale.

ENTRY FORM: Fill out the “ENTRY FORM?” in this Prospectus.
FEES: Entry Fees. Members $10.00 per entry or 2 for $18. Non-members $12.00 per entry.

JURIED SHOW: This will be a judged show. Awards are at the discretion of the judge. Best of
show will receive $100. First Place in each category will receive $50, 2nd place $35, 3rd place $25.
All artwork will be reviewed for appropriateness. LVAA may refuse to hang any artwork not
deemed appropriate. Should your artwork not be accepted, you will be notified to pick up your
artwork between 2:30-3:30 pm of the entry day.

SUBMISSION: Each artist is allowed two (2) ORIGINAL works.. Sculpture is limited to 6 feet in
height and 4 feet in width. Two pieces of hanging art must either, both not exceed 24 x 24 inches, or
one piece no more than 48 x 48 inches and the other no more than 16 x 20 inches. The artist is
responsible for doing any special installation that might be required. Each painting must be properly
framed and wired, ready to hang. All hanging pieces must be wired. The hanging wire ends must be
wrapped with tape after double threading through the screw hook, and the middle of the wire must
be at least 2 inches below the top of the frame. All other hooks will be rejected. Works on paper
should be under glass. Wrap- around canvas must be painted on all visible surfaces.

SALES: All artwork is considered “FOR SALE” unless marked “NFS”. Artwork sold during the
show is subject to the established commission of CYPRESS GALLERY.

ENTRIES MUST CLEARLY STATE EXACT MEDIA USED.
1. ACRYLIC Any acrylic painting.
2. OIL Any oil painting

3. AQUAMEDIA Watercolor, gouache, egg tempera in
watercolor technique. Includes silk painting.

4. MIXED MEDIA Any art piece using more than one medium.

5. PHOTOGRAPHY Any art originating from a camera. Film
or digital. Non-manipulated/altered

6. GRAPHICS Any art form producing drawings, (pencil, ink,
brush, charcoal, crayon, pastel or stylus). Original prints,
aquatint, dry point, etching, lithograph, serigraphy, woodcut,
and monoprint. Computer graphics and manipulated digital
photography.

7. THREE DIMENSIONAL
Includes sculpture, pottery,
carving, basketry, textile, jewelry.

Note: Decisions on the artwork classification of categories will be
at the discretion of the Jury Committee.
